Early Exiters can be divided into subcategories (currently 3). The  subcategory “dropouts” are 

early exiters  who, as of the report date, have not completed a GED/HISET or enrolled in college.

The New Hampshire Department 
of Education received approval to 
replace the 11th grade Smarter 
Balanced statewide assessment 
with the College Board’s SAT in 
the spring of 2016. This plan 
is an important step in the 
Department’s commitment to 
reduce the amount of time spent 
on statewide standardized testing 
for public high school students 
and ensure that all students are 
prepared to succeed in college and 
careers.
